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The standards for Virginia and United States History include the historical development of American ideas and institutions from the Age of Exploration to the present.  Students will gain knowledge of American culture through a chronological survey of major issues, movement, people, and events in United States and Virginia history.
 The course will emphasize the intellectual skills required for responsible citizenship and becoming a productive community member in the 21st century: critical thinking, collaboration, oral presentation, and writing skills.
Honors Virginia and U.S. History is an SOL course, which means students will be expected to pass the Virginia and United States History SOL test given near the end of the school year.

Expectations
